“fou might be wondering, what is racism? Well, racism is the discimination against people of a specific
racelfethical group. In other words: when you kind of separate people into groups by their race, and treat
pecple differently depending on the group they are in.

5-T-0-FP means Step away, Tell another and another trusted adult, Open conversations and educate
others, Pause and think. Do not let hurtful things coninue to happen!
