Intention to Designate a Property / Ontario Heritage Act 

 
The Council of the City of Markham intends to designate the following property for reasons of cultural 
heritage value or interest pursuant to the Ontario Heritage Act, R.S.O. 1990, Chapter O.18, Part IV: 
 
Isaac and Emma Reesor House 
6742 Steeles Avenue East 
Markham, ON 
 
The Isaac and Emma Reesor House has design and physical value as a unique example of an evolved 
vernacular farmhouse that blends two distinct periods of development, each with its own architectural 
form and stylistic features. The Isaac and Emma Reesor House has historical value for its association 
with the Pennsylvania German Mennonite community who formed one of the initial European 
communities in Markham Township during the early nineteenth century, and for its association with 
several generations of Reesors, a locally prominent Pennsylvania German Mennonite family. Further, the 
property has contextual value as one of a number of nineteenth and early twentieth century buildings that 
help to define the character and extent of the historic community of Cedar Grove.
