Intention to Designate a Property / Ontario Heritage Act 

 
The Council of the City of Markham intends to designate the following property for reasons of cultural 
heritage value or interest pursuant to the Ontario Heritage Act, R.S.O. 1990, Chapter O.18, Part IV: 
 
Abram and Margaret Raymer House 
7530 Ninth Line 
Markham, ON 
 
The Abram and Margaret Raymer House has design and physical value as a good representative 
example of a brick dwelling rendered in the vernacular Queen Anne Revival style. The Abram and 
Margaret Raymer House has historical value for its association with the early cultural and religious 
diversity of Markham Township, namely Markham’s Pennsylvania German Mennonite community, and 
more specifically for its association with Abram Raymer. He was a member of a locally important early 
Pennsylvania German Mennonite family that are considered the founders of Mount Joy which is located 
immediately north of Markham Village. Further, the property has contextual value as one of several 
nineteenth century dwellings that remain in the vicinity of the historic crossroads community of Box Grove, 
and because it is physically, functionally, visually and historically linked to the site where it has stood 
since c.1889.
