9.8.6.3. Dimensions of Landings (See Note A-3.4.6.4.) (See also Articles 9.9.6.1.
and 9.9.6.6. regarding landings in exits)

(1) Except as provided in Sentence (2) to (7), landings shall be at least as wide and as
long as the width of the stair or ramp in which they occur.

(2) Where the landing in a stairway or ramp does not turn or turns less than 90°, the
length of the landing need not be more that the lesser of

(a) the required width of the stir or ramp, or

(b) 1 100 mm.
