The Council of the City of Markham intends to designate the following property for reasons of cultural
heritage value or interest pursuant to the Ontario Heritage Act, R.S.0. 1990, Chapter O.18, Part IV:

William and Mary Ann Frisby House
2992 Elgin Mills Road East
Markham, ON

The William and Mary Ann Frisby House has design and physical value as a representative
example of a vernacular, village tradesman’s dwelling of the last quarter of the nineteenth
century. The William and Mary Ann Frisby House has historical value as it is associated with the
nineteenth century development of the hamlet of Victoria Square, and for its connection to the
early economic development of the community as the former residence of William and Mary Ann
Frisby, built ¢.1893. William Frisby was a blacksmith who operated his business in Victoria
Square from ¢.1880 to 1912. Further, the property has contextual value as one of a number of
nineteenth and early twentieth century buildings that are important in defining, maintaining and
supporting the character and extent of the historic crossroads hamlet of Victoria Square.
