Intention to Designate a Property / Ontario Heritage Act 

 
The Council of the City of Markham intends to designate the following property for reasons of cultural 
heritage value or interest pursuant to the Ontario Heritage Act, R.S.O. 1990, Chapter O.18, Part IV: 
 

James and Louisa Robinson House 
45 Captain Armstrong’s Lane 
Markham, ON 
 

The Armstrong House has design and physical value as a fine representative example of an early 
nineteenth century fieldstone farmhouse in the vernacular Georgian architectural tradition. The 
Armstrong House has historical and associative value, representing the locally significant theme 
of immigration, particularly the significant wave of British immigrants who arrived in Markham 
Township during the 1820s-1830s. Specifically, it is noteworthy for its association with Captain 
William Goodfellow Armstrong, a leading citizen of Markham Township who was a progressive 
farmer, hotel owner, distiller, Captain of the militia, and supporter of the Anglican Church and the 
Agricultural Society. Further, the property has contextual value as it makes legible the evolution of 
Markham Township, notably its growth in the late nineteenth century.
