The Joseph and Helen Freeman House has design and physical value as a locally unique 
vernacular expression of the Italianate architectural style. The Joseph and Helen Freeman House 
has historical and associative value for its association with the Milne-Freeman family whose 
members played significant roles in the economic and political history of York County during the 
nineteenth century. Further, the property has contextual value as one of a number of nineteenth 
and early twentieth century buildings that define the character and extent of the historic 
community of Cedar Grove.
